A Traveling Exhibit

“Dust, Drought, and Dreams Gone Dry,” a national traveling exhibition about
the causes and aftermath of the historic Dust Bowl period, will be on display
at the Springdale Public Library from January 10 to February 26.

The exhibition recalls a tragic period in our history — the drought and dust storms that
wreaked havoc on the Great Plains in the 1930s — and explores its environmental and
cultural consequences. “The Dust Bowl was one of the worst man-made ecological
disasters in American history. We are proud that the Springdale Public Library was
selected to help make the public more aware of this important event,” said Library

Director Marcia Ransom.
