In -Library Checkout  

The Springdale Public Library is excited to announce the  
addition of nine iPads available for checkout in June 2013, 
thanks to a generous grant from the James M. Cox Foundation. 
The iPads will meet public demand for opportunities to  
experiment with cutting edge technology and will also  
extend the number of public internet-enabled devices within 

the Library. The iPads are the first phase  
of a larger Computer Literacy Center project, 
which will ultimately include circulating  
laptops and regular computer classes.   
 

As information and communication move 
increasingly into digital territory, the Library is committed to 
helping patrons adjust to emerging technology.  Anne Gresh-
am, Technology Coordinator of the Springdale Library, said, 
òTablets are an increasingly popular and powerful means of 
distributing information, and providing iPads for checkout is a 
wonderful new way we can serve the educational, professional 
and recreational needs of our communityó.  
 

The iPads will be available for 3 hour checkout periods for  
use within the library and will be preloaded with a number  
of applications (apps) selected by library staff. For more  
information, call 479-750-8180. 

Downloadable services  

The Library is pleased to introduce three new downloadable services: Freegal, 
OneClickDigital Audiobooks and Zinio. Library patrons in good standing now  
have access to digital music, an expanded audiobook selection, and popular digital 
magazines through these free online services. All three services provide mobile  
applications compatible with iOS and Android devices.  

Freegal is a downloadable music service that gives patrons three  
entirely free songs a week. In total the collection is comprised of 
about 3 million songs from over 10,000 labels with music that  

originates in over 60 countries. There is no software to download, and there are  
no digital rights management (DRM) restrictions. Every song is yours to keep!  
 

The Washington County Library System has also  
partnered with RBdigital from Recorded Books  
(Prince Frederick, MD) to launch OneClickdigital, an 
online service that allows patrons to download a wide range of audiobooks,  
including best-sellers, Recorded Books exclusives, classics, selections for children 
and young adults, and much more. OneClickdigital is compatible with all popular 
listening devices. 
 

Additionally, through Zinio for Libraries (RBdigital), Washington 
County Library System patrons will have unlimited simultaneous 
access to a number of complete digital magazines, which can 
easily be viewed on any internet-enabled device inside or outside of the library.  
National Geographic, O: The Oprah Magazine and Readers Digest are just a few of the 
popular titles available.
